62 fraternities which are groups of people are going to participate performing different typical 
Bolivian dances with colorful and amazing outfits. The names of the dances are: caporales, diablada, doctorcitos, incas, khan-
tus, kullaguada, llamerada, mohoseñada, morenada, negritos, ollantay, phjillay, saya, suri tocoris, tinku, and tovas.  
      
 

It is expected about 40,000 dancers to be part of this festival along with 120 bands with around 50 members each. All these people will 
march and dance about 8 km to keep on the promise they made to the Lord Jesus of Great Power to faithfully dance for three years 
straight.
